Severe weather-related events such as hurricanes, tornadoes, flooding and drought have raised
public awareness of the climate/health link. Here in the southeast, our summers are getting hotter,
which means more heat stress and heatstroke, with an increased risk for the poor and elderly.
Asthma is on the rise and allergies are worsened by rising temperatures and air pollution. East
Tennessee is especially impacted by ozone pollution and the associated health risks during the
summer months. Diseases such as West Nile Virus are encroaching into our area and others will
follow. Warmer weather shortens mosquitoes' breeding cycles, allowing them to multiply at a much
faster rate, and pose an even greater threat of disease. Drought has scorched crops in many areas,
raising food prices and forcing some foods to be shipped in from farther away. Other parts of the
country have been hit with floods or wildfires, which endanger human lives and adversely affect the
food and water supplies.
